Defendant moves for an order requiring the production by the prosecution of certain documents and tangible objects pursuant to Rule 5(a)(1)(C), SCRCrimP and Brady v. Maryland, 373 U.S. 83 (1963).  Defendant avers the requested items are material to the preparation of the defense in that the items are vital to the analysis of the constitutionality of the roadblock used here:

1. A copy of the plan for the roadblock where Defendant was stopped. 
2. Copies of all documents or data concerning the purpose for thid roadblock. 

3. A list of persons involved in preparation and/or approval of the roadblock and its location, with their respective agency names and ranks. 
4. Copies of all documents or data concerning the authority of the supervisor(s) involved in preparation and/or approval of the roadblock to do so.

5. Copies of all roadblock policies and procedures for all agencies involved in the roadblock on the date of Defendant’s arrest.

6. A list of supervising officers involved in this roadblock, both on-the-scene and otherwise, with their respective agency names and ranks, including the time each supervisor was present on the scene.

7. Copies of all applicable standards, guidelines, and/or criteria for all agencies involved in the roadblock concerning site selection for roadblocks generally and for this roadblock specifically.

8. Copies of all applicable standards, guidelines, and/or criteria for all agencies involved in the roadblock concerning the discretion of officers to stop particular vehicles at the roadblock.
9. Copies of all roadblock training materials for all agencies involved in the roadblocks.
10. Photographs of all lights and warning signs and/or devices, including location and distance from the actual roadblock of each sign or device, used to provide illumination and/or advance notice of the roadblock to approaching motorists.  If no photographs are available, a description will suffice. 

11. All photographs and videotapes depicting the roadblock.

12. Copies of all reports arising from this roadblock documenting citations issued, violations found, or charges made as a result of it.

13. A list of any pre-approved roadblock sites for the year 2009, including A) the name, agency, and rank of the approving supervisor, B) names of law enforcement agencies that received the list, and C) where the list is filed.
Defendant asserts entitlement to these items because a roadblock is a seizure under the Fourth Amendment to the United States Constitution under Michigan State Dept. of Police v. Sitz, 496 U.S. 444 (1990) and cases cited therein, as well as Article I, § 10 of  the South Carolina Constitution.  As a result, the prosecution bears the burden of proof as to the reasonableness of the seizure.    
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
