1. 4.	Do you feel that the charge of inappropriately touching of a child or young person is so bad that when a man is accused of that crime, he is probably guilty? 

5.	Do you think children are more likely to tell the truth when they allege sexual abuse.

6.	Have you or has a member of your family or a friend ever attended meetings of such groups as Alcoholics Anonymous, Alanon, Adult Children of Alcoholics, etc.?

7.	Have you or a member of your family or a friend ever been treated or counseled by a social worker, psychotherapist, psychologist, or psychiatrist?

8.	Are you or a member of your family or a friend a rape counselor, social worker, psychotherapist, psychologist, or psychiatrist?

9.	Do you feel that since the Defendant has been charged with this offense that he is, therefore, probably guilty?

10.	During deliberation, if you have formed an opinion, would it be difficult for you to keep an open mind and listen to the opinion of others?

11.	If a majority of other jurors reached a difference conclusion from you after considering the evidence, would you be likely to change your opinion to conform to their simply because their opinion was in the majority?

12.	If you come to the conclusion that the prosecution has not proven the guilt of the accused beyond a reasonable doubt, and you found that a majority of the jurors believed the Defendant was guilty, would you change your verdict only because you were in the minority?

13. Has family member died from overdose?

14. Have you or a family member ever been discharged from Dr. Office for abusing RX meds?

15. Have you or a family member ever been divorced on grounds of habitual drunkenness/ substance abuse?

16. Have you or a family member ever had a child or children taken away by DSS due to drugs?

17. Have you or a family member ever experienced significant financial difficulty/lost job due to drug use?
